Ash Wednesday Masses will be offered on Wednesday, February 18, at 9:15am (bilingual) and 
7pm (English). 
 
Stations of the Cross will be recited publicly following the 9:15am Mass on Fridays during Lent, 
with the exception of Good Friday, April 3.
